UNDERSTANDING CHARITABLE  
GIFT ANNUITIES 

 

Tired of watching your CD rates drop with each       
renewal? Why not consider a Charitable Gift Annuity as an 
alternative? A single person 75 years of age will receive an 
annual annuity rate of 6.3 percent in contrast to the current 
CD rates of approximately 3 percent.  

For example, Mrs. Doe, a widow age 75, might decide 
to take $20,000 and fund a Charitable Gift Annuity, naming 
the First United Methodist Church, DeLand, as a benefici-
ary. The Florida United Methodist Foundation will write a 
contract which will pay Mrs. Doe $1,260 per year the rest of 
her life. A portion of that amount will be tax-free.  

She will receive a substantial income tax deduction in 
the year of the gift. If the annuity were to be funded with 
appreciated property or securities, she would receive a    
favorable capital gain tax impact. At her death, the remain-
ing portion will be given to her church, to be used as she has 
designated in the gift.  

Charitable Gift Annuities are easy to establish. You or 
your attorney can make an application or receive a          
“no-obligation” proposal by contacting the Church Office,  
the Pastor, or the United Methodist Foundation 1-866-363-
9673. 

Gift Annuities also may be written on two lives – at a 
slightly lower rate, depending upon the ages. The minimum 
amount to fund a Charitable Gift Annuity is $5,000, there is 
no maximum.   

A Charitable Gift Annuity is an attractive alternative to 
CDs in the current market. Better rates plus the satisfaction 
of knowing that your gift will continue beyond your life-
time.

Volunteer 
to serve at the Interfaith Kitchen, pool your resources 
with friends for an evening meal or a Sunday lunch, 
assist a neighbor with their home chores and enjoy the 
fellowship of being together. Get involved in the life 
of the church and take time to grow spiritually. 

God can use this time to teach us many things. If 
we are willing to open our hearts and seek God, we 
will discover those lessons and grow spiritually. Re-
member, Philippians 4:19, “My God shall supply all 
your needs according to His riches in glory in Christ 
Jesus.”
